We all know what an angry person looks like, wide eyes, red faces, and shaking hands—have you ever wondered what these reactions (反應) suggest? These reactions could date back to thousands of years when the ancestors of human beings faced threats (威脅) in the wild, such as animal attacks.

These reactions result from a chemical called adrenaline in the human body. For example, when people get angry, nervous, or excited, the heart rate increases to 180 beats every minute, while normally the rate is 60 to 100 a minute. Also, both blood pressure and the body temperature rise, and breathing becomes much faster. These reactions are meant to provide (提供) more energy for the human body to deal with danger.

Scientists have regarded these body reactions as the “fight­or­flight response,” which helps people decide whether they should fight or run for their lives. Although people today do not need to fight against dangerous animals as often as their ancestors, these responses stay the same.
